Tfi pojmy v nazvu konference symbolicky
vyjadfuji nas prvoplanovy zamér pfemyslet o
aktérech, ktefi zanechali €i zanechavaji stopu ve
spoleCenském a kulturnim vyvoji balkanského
prostoru, ktefi se zasadné ¢&i v urCité oblasti
Zivota stali tvarci pritomnosti, budoucnosti &i
minulosti. Aktéry v naSem pojeti chapeme
Siroce, jsou jimi nejen jedinci, spoleCenské
skupiny, ale také situace, udalosti, artefakty.
Chceme zarovenl upozornit na osobnosti, pro
které byl Ci je Balkan a jeho obyvatelé inspiraci
a vyzvou.

The three notions in the conference title
symbolically express our paramount intention: to
think of the actors who have left their traces on
the social and cultural development of the
Balkan nations and ethnic groups and who have
become—either in a basic way or in a certain
sphere—creators of the present, future, or past.
In our concept, actors are defined broadly as not
only individuals and social groups, but also
situations, events, and artefacts. At the same
time, we want to highlight the personalities for
whom the Balkans and its population have been
an inspiration and challenge.

We have borrowed the notions of the hero, the
trickster, and the antagonist from folklore. In folk
literature, these figures convey the action of
a story.

A cultural hero embodies all that is good and his
life is full of model acts that shore up the order of
the world. On the other hand, the antagonist is
evil, a foe, a traitor who opposes the cultural
hero, who harms people, and against whom
the hero fights.

The figure of the trickster is ambivalent. S/he
often accompanies the cultural hero, but his/her
character allows him to do both bad and good
things. S/he is not prevented from cheating,
harming the established order by a ruse, or
overcoming an oppressive system from within.
A trickster brings change; his acts are
eventually a contribution to mankind.

Any society creates its own stories from which it
derives its identity. Both in the myths
(constitutive grand narratives) and in shared
social memory, one can see all three of our
figures.

Within the conference, we would like to usefully
exaggerate by trying to look for heroes,

tricksters, and antagonists who define the
Balkans and its people. Anthropology,
ethnography, history, political science,

and psychology all deal with stories, and all the
disciplines are based on interpretations of
stories. The causality of actions and plots is
present not only in interpretations of historical
events or in analyses and prognoses of political

In all of these
discourses, we always find: 1)

moments, which are identified as exemplary or
untouchable 2) moments, which are worth to be
eliminated and 3) moments, which can’t be
evaluated as positive or negative, even though
we know that they have fundamentally
influenced social reality.

Within the conference, we want to discuss:

1. Heroes. People, events, and objects that the
Balkans perceive as a model on which it builds
its identity. We wonder what characteristics are
emphasized and in which way cultural models
are brought to mind and to which values they
refer.

2.  Antagonists. People, groups, and
situations/facts that are identified as hostile. We
wonder how unacceptable evil is defined, how
evil has threatened the space of the Balkans
and its people, and what are the ways in which
evil can be defused both virtually and
symbolically.

3. Tricksters. People, institutions, and events
that are perceived by the Balkan population as
ambivalent. Although they may disrupt the
normal course of life, they are also a benefit.

4. Individuals and groups who have been
influenced and inspired by the Balkans: the
region that has shaped their work, social
attitudes, and opinions (irrespective of
whether we place them among heroes,
tricksters, or antagonists).

Hrdinové, Sibalové a antagonisté v identitnim
postoji mladé zeny

Prispévek se bude zabyvat otazkou vztahovani
se k vyznamnym druhym a jejich hodnoceni.
Skrze koncept hrdiny, Sibala a antagonisty
budou rozkryvany identitni dilemata mladé zeny,
ktera se narodila v etnicky smiSené srbsko -
abchézké/azerbajdzanské rodiné a vyrostla
v Ceské republice. Divka ve své vypovédich
identifikuje se tfemi, resp. &tyfmi kulturnimi
okruhy: ¢eskym, abchazkym/azebajdzanskym,
srbskym a jugoslavskym (pGvodni jazykova
skupina srbochorvatll). PrestoZze se z hlediska
védéni nejvice vztahuje k &eskému okruhu,
spojuje  ho s antagonisty. Zejména své
vrstevniky vidi jako ty, ktefi ji nepfijimaji.
Proto hleda hrdiny. Ty nachazi v Srbsku, resp.
u lidi z byvalé Jugoslavie, ktefi ji pfijimaji.
Nicméné i mezi nimi jsou Sibalové, rozporuplni
lidé, ktefi jsou soucasti jejiho zivota, ovlivnili ji,
ale jsou zarovef nahliZzeni jako problematicti.

Drs Tomas

Stephan Ludwig Roth jako
mucednik sedmihradskych Sas
Prispévek se vénuje osobnosti sedmihradského
Sasa Stephana Ludwiga Rotha (1796 - 1849).
Tento pedagog, evangelicky pastor a politik se
postavil v dile Jazykovy boj v Sedmihradsku
proti pozadavkim madarskych nacionalistu.
Prosazoval rovnopravnost rumunstiny,
madarstiny a némdéiny v sedmihradském
teritoriu. Poukazoval na vyznam Rumuni
v Sedmihradsku. Za své nazory byl bé&hem
revoluénich udalosti let 1848 az 1849 Madary
zatten a v Kluzi popraven. Vedle osobnosti
tohoto saského hrdiny a mucednika se
pfispévek zabyva problematikou stfetu nékolika
nacionalnich subjektd v Sedmihradsku. V centru
pozornosti dale stoji vyvoj a promény etnického
védomi a identifikace sedmihradskych Sasl od
roku 1848 do soucasnosti.

Bittnerova Dana

Heroes, tricksters and antagonists in the
identity attitude of a young woman

The contribution examines the question of
outlining the relationship to important other
people and their evaluation. Through the
concept of a hero, trickster and antagonist, there
will be an examination of the identity dilemma of
a young woman who was born in an ethnically
mixed, Serb-Abkhazian-Azerbaijani family and
who grew up in the Czech Republic. In her
accounts, the girl identifies herself with three or
even four cultural milieus:
Czech, Abkhazian/Azerbaijani, Serb and
Yugoslav (the original Serbo-Croatian language
group). Although from the viewpoint of
knowledge she feels the closest relationship with
the Czech milieu, she associates it with
antagonists. She sees her peers in particular as
those who do not accept her. Hence her search
for heroes. She finds them in Serbia or in the
people from the former Yugoslavia who accept
her. Nevertheless, there are also tricksters
among them, the ambivalent people who are
part of her life and have influenced her, but at
the same time, they are considered problematic.
In essence, the whole family of mother is of a
trickster nature. Surprisingly, she explains her
current position through it. The girl speaks about
its members in an ambivalent way, criticising
them, but at the same time, she identifies herself
with some of their cultural aspects, through
which she interprets her conduct. She basically
says “l am a Czech woman, but since everyone
is against me, | feel much better among Serbs
who accept my individuality, while my life is
guided by the steps of an Azerbaijani trickster.”
He is the only one who gives me the chance of
an individual growth.

Stephan Ludwig Roth as a hero and martyr

The contribution focuses on the personality of
Transylvanian Saxon Stephan Ludwig Roth
(1796-1849). In his work The Language
Struggle in Transylvania, the teacher, Lutheran
pastor and politician stood up against the
demands of Hungarian nationalists. He insisted
on the equality of Romanian, Hungarian and
German in Transylvania. He pointed out the
importance of Romanians in Transylvania. On
account of his views, he was detained by
the Hungarian authorities during the
revolutionary events from 1848 to 1849 and then
executed in Cluj. Along with the personality of
the Saxon hero and martyr, the contribution
examines the topic of clash of several ethnic
groups in Transylvania.

Medieval Balkan Hero — Reality and Image

In her contribution the author deals with the
heroes from the Balkan history, especially with
two personages from the Byzantine and Serbian
milieu (Digenis Akritas and Lazar Hrebeljanovic).
In the course of evaluation of historical persons,
their positive or negative qualities, is important
the point of view. The evaluation is dependent
on many aspects and factors, f. ex. on
the  person of evaluator and interpreter of
events (writer, historian, etc.), and very
important role in the evaluation plays also a
linear time. The evaluation of persons and
events may be very subjective and different: on
the one hand, the person may be positive
evaluated, admired, adored, on the other hand
the same person may be negative evaluated
and damned. In the Balkan lands, reality and
image of historical persons were often in
antagonism. The conception of the positive or
negative hero was various in the different
genres: one conception was in medieval
historiographic production (chronicles and other
historical works) — here we suppose a certain
objective and real description of person, other
conception was in religious hagiographic writing,
in which the person (a saint hero) is idealized
and the rate of reality was diminished
and reduced.

The image of Vlad Tepes in Tiganiada, a
comic and heroic epos

Wallachian medieval ruler Vlad Ill Dracula (also
called Tepes — the Impaler) is largely known as
a model for the vampire Dracula from the
eponymous novel by Bram Stoker, whose main
protagonist has served innumerable times as
a figure for a number of other works of popular
culture. However, the real Vlad Il is seen in the
Romanian milieu as a brave prince who faced
successfully the Ottoman expansion to Europe
in his day. At the end of the 18" century and
the beginning of the 19" century, writer lon
Budai-Deleanu placed the plot of his comic and
heroic epos Tiganiada in the time of his rule. In
this multi-faceted work, which combines comic
situations  with  supernatural phenomena,
Orthodox saints and philosophical and political
deliberations in the spirit of the Age of
Enlightenment and Classicism, Vlad Tepes
and his fight against Turks represent a heroic
part.

He was active
among Indians and Slav emigrants there. After
a few years, he returned to Bulgaria, from
where he was eventually expelled back home to
his native village of Brézowka in central Lusatia
in Germany. At the close of his life, he became
a schoolteacher and a preacher in a Darbyite
congregation there. Within his last mission, he
helped maintain the local dialect and belief even
in the years when the village was facing
an influx of refugees and open-cast coal
mining.

Balkan patriarchal model: a myth or reality?
If something defines Balkans and its population
in the sphere of gender relations, it is clearly
the ideology of male superiority and
a patriarchal model stressing patrilinearity
and patrilocality and concentrating property
and power in men’s hands. At least in
anthropological literature, these institutions are
described as typical of the Balkan Peninsula. Is
male dominance and patriarchate in the Balkans
a positive cultural value or a sign of its differing
from ,European” values? Is this an ethnographic
fact, lived cultural reality, or, rather, a part of the
image of Balkan otherness? The contribution will
focus on the ambivalent nature of gender
ideology and gender social organisation of
Balkan societies, as we find it in anthropological
literature.

“Money First!“ Petar Beron and Evlogi
Georgiev among the heroes and tricksters of
the Bulgarian Revival

The compendia of literary history as well as
history of Bulgarian culture of the 19" century
often describe the creation of the Revival culture
in the form of an idealised narrative. Above all,
its wording stresses the merits and heroic acts
of individual figures, without elaborating on
the  personal disputes that often occurred
between the Revival personalities. The conflicts
may be exemplified by Petar Beron (1799-1871)
and Evlogi Georgiev (1819-1897), the richest
representatives of the Bulgarian Revival elites.
Thanks to their business and organisational
capabilities, they acquired a large fortune
outside Bulgaria that sponsored many projects

However, since their wealth also
provoked undesirable attention, the two

sponsors wrote last wills saying what to do with
their funds after their death. In both cases, the
fulfilment of the conditions of the last wills
brought about a court dispute. Petar Beron was
murdered over his property, while the last will of
Evlogi Georgiev, who was one generation
younger, was disputed by his relatives. By the
way, Georgiev was the main administrator of
Beron’s foundation. Both cases are typical of the
implication of Stefan Stambolov, with whom
Georgiev in particular was locked in a serious
dispute. This is why the contribution tries, using
the example of the two sponsors, to highlight the
mechanisms of the Revival culture that cannot
lack the spectrum of stormy relationships
between their heroes, tricksters and antagonists.

Czech journalist Vladimir Sis — a cultural
hero, a trickster and/or an antagonist?

The contribution outlines Czech journalist
Vladimir Sis’s journalistic and cultural activity in
two, different socio-cultural contexts — in pre-war
Bulgaria and interwar Czechoslovakia. In
keeping with the main topic of the conference,
we will ask the basic research question: who
was Vladimir Sis — a cultural hero, a trickster
and/or an antagonist? It is a well-known fact that
due to his work as a correspondent of the
Narodni listy paper during the Balkan Wars
(1912-1913) Sis gained the reputation of
a fervent Bulgarophile and an advocate of
Bulgarian national interests in Bulgarian society.
However, how was his journalistic activity
evaluated with the eyes of other Balkan nations?
We will also examine Vladimir Sis’s journalistic
activity in interwar Czechoslovakia from the
Bulgarian and Czech perspective. We will
describe his personality as a cultural figure, in
particular his cooperation with Bulgarian-
Czechoslovak cultural organizations and official
Bulgarian institutions. In this context, we will ask
further research questions: in which way did
Vladimir Sis influence Czechoslovak-Bulgarian
interwar cultural and political relations? How was
this activity evaluated by his fellow countrymen
and Bulgarian institutions — as beneficial,
ambivalent or harmful?

The Balkan route
from Greece via Macedonia and Serbia to
Central Europe is the main migration route to
Europe. The film director Michal Pavlasek spent
among the refugees several weeks during
the summer, having a chance to establish
close personal contacts with them. The journey
along with refugees gradually uncovers their
faces and fates. After a mask of a nameless
mass of people evoked by the media is taken
down, we confront real people face to face,
and from a superior position behind a camera,
we are gradually thrown into the chaos of events
on the journey.

Generational transmission of family memory
among ethnic Czechs in Croatia and Czechs
repatriated from Croatia

This contribution wants to unveil the primary
findings of a starting survey with a focus on
the mechanisms and strategies of
transmissions of family memory in three-
generation families from four social groups. It
would like to concentrate here on two selected
groups — ethnic Czechs in Croatia and Czechs
who were repatriated from Croatia after World
War Two. The choice of these groups was
largely motivated by the fact that members of
the oldest generation (the “generation of
experience”) were hit by the moment of
migration. Either they became direct actors of
forced or voluntary migration or in the existing
social environment, they Kkept living as
the “remaining ones,” but they had to come to
terms with the migration of their fellow
countrymen.

The Genocidal Legacy of Radovan Karadzi¢
In spite of his conviction March 24, 2016, on 10
of 11 Counts, including genocide, crimes against
humanity, and other war crimes, the genocidal
legacy of Radovan Karadzi¢ lives on in
Republika Srpska. Karadzi¢ has become
a spectre haunting Bosnia and Herzegovina.
Karadzi¢ is glorified in Republika Srpska as
a hero of the Serbian people. On March 20,
2016, in defiance of his impending conviction,
a student dormitory was dedicated to Karadzic.
Further, on March 23, 2016, billboards appeared
proclaiming that Karadzi¢ was a "Serb Hero".
This glorification of Karadzi¢ is a mode of
genocide denial. Genocide denial causes pain
for the survivors and leads to deep divisions in
the society; divisions that rend the social fabric,
making justice and reconciliation impossible.
Such a social division has been actively pursued
in Republika Srpska through periodic threats of
referenda and secession. The politics of denial
and division are clearly intended to destabilize
Bosnia. Finally, the political rhetoric in Republika
Srpska  that routinely demeans and
dehumanizes Bosniaks and other non-Serbs
legitimizes and normalizes a discourse of
contempt and hatred. Such a dehumanizing
discourse is historically recognized to be
a precursor to genocide: a genocide-to-come.
Such is the genocidal legacy of Radovan
Karadzi¢.

Bektashi order and its most
missionary in the Balkans

Islam was disseminated among the Albanian
ethnic group not only in its main, Sunni branch,
but also in the tariqas (orders) of the Shia.
The Bektashi tariqa, a Sufi branch of Islam, is
the most widespread one. The term tariqa
means a ,path“ or ,way“ as a journey towards
a more pure belief in God, renouncing the
secular life. The Bektashi learning was modern
and it was more tolerant than the original Sunni
learning. Since 1929, the world center of
Bektashi has been in Tirana, in Albania. Sari
Salltek was a missionary thanks to whom the
Bektashi was disseminated in the Balkans in
the early 14" century. He appeared in Krujé in
1325 and was active in an abandoned cave at
the foot of the Krujé Mountain. At the beginning
of his activities in the Balkans, Salltek introduced

important

Sari Salltek died in present-day
Turkey and he was buried in Corfu. His grave
can be found in the Saint Spyridon Church.

Vampires between antagonists,
and the heroes

It is familiar to perceive vampires as the most
popular villains in the popular culture of 20th
century. Originating from Balkan legends and
tales they became almost metaphor for the
Balkan itself. But by close examination of the
major cultural products that inscribed vampires
in the popular imagination throughout the globe,
we can identify the certain surplus that makes
them ambivalent. In many cases this
ambivalence is related to sexual appeal or
romantic, almost heroic character. At the first
glance that would make them look more like
tricksters, but unlike tricksters who are
ambivalent by their autonomous deeds that are
sometimes socially acceptable and sometimes
not (what makes them more comparable with
contemporary  celebrities)  vampires  are
essentially cruel and dangerous. In the text |
would like to concentrate on this vampire
ambivalence as an ingredient crucial for
representing the Balkans, but at the same time
as a space for transcultural (Mary Louise Pratt)
self-representation of the Balkan’s societies.

these competing monochrome historical
chronologies and narratives are mutually
exclusive and are producing identity cleavages
that makes reconciliation difficult and the post-
war Western state-building project in Bosnia
impossible and  futile. | will discuss
the interpretative selectivity with regard to
some of these “war events” and analyze
the interplay and friction between individual
and collective memory. That will touch upon the
power of collective rationalization versus
individual memory and how social memory
potentially can be used as historical sources
despite their “contamination” by official
discourse, by retrospective rationalization
and their politization and mythologization.

Coltsfoot, Dandelion and Nettles: Food self-
provisioning in wartime conditions as
a “heroic act”

In this presentation, | discuss the topic of food
provisioning in armed conflicts. | mostly focus on
the everyday life self-provisioning strategies of
the civilian populations in Sarajevo
and Srebrenica during the 1900’s war in the
former Yugoslavia. As Redzi¢ amongst others
points out, war leads to shortages of food, water
and medical supplies and therefore generates
undernourishment as well as acute and chronic
hunger (Redzi¢, 2010). In armed conflicts
strategies of food provisioning become
universally the biggest issue (e.g. Collingham
2012, Redzi¢, 2010). Using the perspective of
social anthropology, | examine how activities
around food provisioning and preparation, which
might seem relatively banal in peacetime, often
become challenging and possibly dangerous
tasks in wartime. The people trapped in
enclaves and besieged cities often risked their
lives during their quests for food. Despite the
threat of being killed by projectiles, grenades
and snipers, people would go and pick coltsfoot,
dandelion, nettles and many other edible plants
to improve their war diets. In some of these
cases, such activities can be read as “heroic
acts”, when one decides to risk his/her life in
order to feed and thus increase survival chances
of others.

Bulgarian Roma migrants in Bohemia

The contribution deals with a group of Bulgarian
Roma who came for work to the Czech
Republic. It interprets their position in the Czech
Republic through the images of a hero and
an antagonist. The dichotomy between the two
poles clearly shows how the Bulgarian Roma
think about themselves in the context of their
lives among others.

They consider themselves heroes
and antagonists. The heroism is approached
from the position of foreign workers on
the Czech labour market, from the position of
their determination to face the problems of day-
to-day life. The respondents do not manifest
their heroism in any way, but they are aware of
the fact that existing in the conditions in which
they find themselves demands courage and
exceptional capabilities. They find support in firm
family relationships and a relatively well
developed social network. However, they still
mostly rely on themselves. They are proud and,
in a way, submissive to the refusal they
encounter both in the Bulgarian and Czech
societies.

In  their world, they oscillate between
a permanent pressure of their own tradition
(such as concluding the marriage at a very early
age, due to which they can hardly finish schools
and they later face problems with employment)
and imperative demands of modern society. The
latter seems to refuse to accept their way of life
and to offer any alternative. In doing so, it
creates the space for a very peculiar
antagonism: on the one hand, they are the main
enemies for themselves and there is the social
system, on the other. They fight with their own
shadow which is unacceptable for them, coming
from outside, due to which they are vulnerable.
They have chosen a single strategy of survival:
the attitude to sustain their otherness, to resist
and to esteem the life as it is.

Marko Miljanov: the hero cult as approached
by transnational history

The contribution will be devoted to the cult of
Marko Miljanov (1833-1901), a clan chief,
general and writer, traditionally considered
an epitome of ,Montenegrin heroism.“ It will
focus on the process of establishment of his cult
in the context of transnational history. Miljanov is
primarily a Montenegrin hero, but at the same
time, a part of the Serb national pantheon, with
an ambivalent perception in his relationship to
Albanians (as their war opponent, a friend of
Albanians or even an Albanian). The genesis of
Miljanov’'s cult has a considerable Czech
context: Czech Slavophiles, Josef HoleCek in

In the 1930s and the 1940s,
this was also done by a prominent
representative of Prague German Slav studies,
Gerhard Gesemann. In recent years, Miljanov
was reinterpreted as an advocate of multiethnic
coexistence of South Slavs and Albanians on
the one hand, while efforts to dismantle his cult,
arising from the milieu of historians and men of
letters, have appeared, on the other.

Stépanek Vaclav

A close friend or a trickster? Describing a
mysterious Balkan friendship of T.G.M.
Imperial Council member T. G. Masaryk
established the first serious contacts with
the milieu of Serbs from the former Kingdom of
Serbia especially in connection with the “High
treason ftrial,” later dubbed the Friedjung trial.
The defence of Serb politicians from
the Croatian Diet, charged with Panslav
conspiracy and intrigues in league with Serbia,
made Masaryk a man of the European renown
and opened his way to the highest echelons of
the Kingdom of Serbia, which he visited five
times in 1912 alone. During one of his visits, he
expressed the wish to be acquainted with the
Serb countryside. Masaryk’s trip to Sumadija
.the Serb Piemont,” ended with his alleged
fraternization with a wealthy farmer named
Jeremija Nedi¢. After Masaryk became
the president of Czechoslovakia, Nedic¢
boasted of his ,close friend” and after many
tries, he eventually met Masaryk (in Lany). As
a result, he attracted the interest of both Czech
and Serb public, becoming one of the symbols
of Czechoslovak-Yugoslav  solidarity. He
managed to make a real sensation from a long
forgotten event. As a result, he is at the same
time a hero, but also a typical Balkan trickster...

When the old meets new: Folk
heroization/vilification and the new media
Construction of cult of personalities and
heroization of leaders is nothing new. The most
common format through which historically and
politically  significant persons have been
appraised (from Achilles, through Krali Marko,
up to Tito) was the narrative, structured within
various genres like legends, oral and written
stories, media reports, even jokes. Within these,
the most common linguistic strategies are
positive predication, and the use of rhetoric
figures deployed to narratively characterize the
persons as heroes or villains. The end of which
is the accomplishment of perlocutionary effect of
reverence, adoration on one, and contempt and
scorn on the other hand. Language and epic
narrativization have been seminal means of

heroization/vilification in the pre-digital past. In
the digital era, the advent of internet has offered
new means of communication, less verbal, more
visual, auditory and mostly participative. This is
our staring point in this research which seeks to
explore the question whether the new
communication  platforms  have  brought
a dramatic change in the old patterns of
construction of hero-narratives. Thus our central
question is: “Has new technology drastically
changed the contents and the forms of praising
political leaders, or has it merely offered only
a new medium for the communication of the old
patterns?”. In order to answer the question we
have gathered two data corpi, the first consisting
of older, more traditional forms of hero
narratives (literary texts, popular narratives
about post WWII political leaders and jokes)
used to identify linguistic means of hero/villain
characterization. The same end, identifying
patterns of language used is also applied to the
more modern corpus of hero/villain narratives on
two Macedonian political figures Mr. Nikola
Gruevski and Mr. Zoran Zaev. This corpus
includes four types of texts: those written by

journalists, natural narratives by people,
visualizations of laudable/condemning
comments on the two politicians, and

nonetheless jokes, both visual and verbal. Thus
by identifying means; both linguistic and non-
linguistic, of modern heroization and comparing
it to older, already established such means, we
seek to understand not only how modern day
people glorify or vilify their leaders, but also if
there has been any significant change both in
contents, means and structures of such
narratives.

Ismail Kadare: a controversial Albanian hero
The contribution focuses on the person of
the most famous Albanian writer Ismail Kadare
and his work. Due to his authority abroad,
Kadare's position among Albanians is unique
and contradictory. He is glorified as a standard-
bearer of Albanian culture in the world, but also
denounced and accused of collaboration with
the Communist regime. The contribution will cast
a light on Kadare’s ambivalent position. In
addition, it will analyse his literary work which
can be perceived as an intriguing construct of
Albanian  cultural and  political history.
The description of Albanian life and institutions
outlined by him influences the view of Albanians
abroad. This is why this contribution will try to
find a response to the question of whether the

Czech teachers in Bulgaria and their
contribution to the creation of professional
terminology in the 1880s

After 1878, when it was liberated from
the Ottoman rule, Bulgaria was one of the
attractive destinations of Czech workers. A large
number of them were especially among teachers
at secondary schools that were being hastily
established at that time. On the one hand,
opportunities appeared for the work of Czech
teachers who left for Bulgaria in search of
a rapid career. On the other, the schools faced
a great deal of problems, with a shortage of
textbooks suitable for the teaching process
being one of the most sensitive ones. This is
why some of the Czech teachers were among
the authors of the first Bulgarian textbooks of
mathematics, chemistry and  geography.
The form of similar textbooks was closely
related with the question of the type of
terminology with which the subject matter should
be presented. This contribution wants not only to
give a brief presentation of the individual
creators of the teaching devices, but, above all,
an analysis of the professional terms with which
they worked. It also wants to assess to what
extent they were dependent on Czech models
when creating the terminology and whether the
terms they were coining have survived until
the presenttime.
