The lecture will present how green infrastrucures and in general a multifunctionalised 
public and private green space in cities, can provide useful ecosystem services, 
generate savings and revenues, ensure mechanisms for dealing with the expleted 
planetary bounderies. We therefore will focus on wastewater reuse an recycling, 
urban and agricultural runoff management, rainwater harvesting, nutirents recovery 
from human and animal excreta, all managed by constructed wetlands, greenwalls, 
green facades, green roofs, bioretention trenches, bioswales, and other alternative 
ecological means. 
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
